ITINERARY (Cont’d)

Wednesday, September 18 —

The Marais Quarter & Dinner Cruise on the Seine — One of the most
historic and vibrant quarters of the city, the Marais was once the home of 17th-
century aristocrats. After three centuries of decline it was resurrected in the
latter half of the 20™" Century. It's now a mecca of modern-day Parisian culture,
cuisine and art. During our walk we’ll visit the City Hall of Paris, the Tour St.
Jacques, from whence great medieval pilgrimages began, and the oldest square
in Paris: Place des Vosges. The afternoon is yours for more shopping, sightseeing
or sampling the Café Culture that is such an intrinsic part of the Paris experience.
Tonight you'll be treated to a marvelous dinner cruise. You'll see the illuminated
monuments and churches that line the banks of the Seine as you enjoy a
wonderful multi-course dinner with wine.

Thursday, September 19 — Paris at its most elegant:

From the Madeleine to the Eiffel Tower

This morning we’ll visit some of Paris’s most iconic monuments and grandest
boulevards.
